ITEMS FOR SELLECTMEN’S CONSIDERATION:

Apppoint Patrick Quinn to the Affordable Housing Trust term ending June 30,
2018, (deferred)

Community Service Award- Adam Filson and Bernadine Williams- Moderator
Filson, representing the Faith Scarborough Award and Bernadine Williams,
representing the Community Chest, explained that the two existing citizen’s
awards were combining to become the Scarborough Salomon Flynt Community
Service Award. The award honors Faith Scarborough and her dedication and
efforts to the town as an active volunteer in the Visiting Nurses Association, St.
John's Church, Williamstown Community Chest, League of Women Voters and
as the first woman to chair the Board of Seiectmen; Edith and Adolph Salomon,
who came to Williamstown in 1939 after having fled Nazi Germany and the
gratitude they exhibited to the community that provided them refuge and a home
for more than 50 years; and Hank and Mary Fiynt, whose numerous contributions
to the town, both as volunteers and their generous bequests, have all made
Williamstown the special place that it is. Nominations should be submitted the
Adam Filson at afilson@wiliiamstown.net by April 20, 2016. The award will be
presented at Town Meeting on May 17, 2016.

EDC Report- Mr. Hogeland presented a matrix outlining the EDC initiatives with
proposed dates of activity. Mr. Turbin made a motion to accept the matrix subject
to public input. Mr. Daley seconded the motion. The motion passed 5-0-0.

Broadband RFi- The board will seek information on a feasibility study for
expanding broadband in Williamstown. The board anticipates receiving
numerous responses which will expand their knowledge regarding various
approaches that can be taken.

Solar Legislation Letter- Selector O'Connor submitted a letter for the state
legisiature supporting the elimination of net metering caps, maintaining fair vaiue
for net metering credits and creating a bridge program between SREC |l and a
new solar incentive program to reach solar goals after 1600 megawatts. Mr.
Hogeland made a motion to support the letter. Mr. Turbin seconded the motion.,
The motion passed 5-0-0,



Paint Stewardship Program- Sandy Trotter, representing the Northern Berkshire
Solid Waste Management District, asked the board for support in establishing a
statewide paint collection and recyciing program operated and financed by the
paint industry. Mr. Turbin made a motion to support the program by sending the
support letter. Mr. Hogeland seconded the motion . The motion passed 5-0-0..

Town Manager’s Report-

Complete Streets- This new state program provides funding that captures
designs and implementation for safe roadways, bike lanes and sidewaiks. Mr.
Hoch advised that the Williamstown application has been approved by the state.
Mr. Hoch also advised the board of the ongoing progress at the Spruces. All
residents should be relocated as of March 25, 2016. The town is currently
preparing the deed documents required for the transfer of ownership for the park
and the $4.1million dollar reimbursement. The proposed end date of the project
is June 30, 2016.

Potential warrant articles including CPA discontinuance. Jeffrey Thomas asked if
the town should submit a warrant article at town meeting to determine if the town
wishes {o continue with the CPA program. Numerous members of the community
including Tom Sheldon, Affordable Housing Trust; Van Eillet, Affordable Housing
Committee; Pat Leach, Historical Museum; Hank Art, Rural Lands and Vice Chair
of the Conservation Commission, spoke in favor of continuing the program.
These committees and commissions stated that CPA funds have aliowed them to
complete various projects throughout the years. Other funding sources remain
difficult to obtain. The representatives encourage open public forums to discuss
any changes to the program prior to presenting a warrant article at town meeting.
The selectboard was not supportive of making any changes to the program at
this time,

Petitioner’s Request- Stephanie Boyd asked for the board's support regarding
the protection of consumers of gas and electricity from paying for ieaked and
unaccounted for gas. Additionally, the support letter asks for an act relative to
gas leak repairs during road projects. Mr. Turbin made a motion to support the
sending of the letter. Ms. O'Connor seconded the motion. The motion passed
3-0-2.

Other Business - None

Adjourn- Mr. Hogeland made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:42pm. Ms.,
O'Connor seconded the motion. The motion passed 5-0-0.
