Closed Sunday, Monday, and holidays.

The Transfer Station is open to Williamstown residents only.
Vehicles must bear a current Transfer Station sticker and
waste bags must contain a Trash Bag Ticket—one for every
15 gallons of trash.

Temporary Commercial passes are available on a per job
basis when refuse is from a Williamstown residence.

Vehicle stickers are $120 per year or $20 per month. Stick-
ers for additional vehicles in the same household may be
purchased only at the same time as the first sticker for $20
each. Vehicle stickers may be purchased on-line at William-
stownma.gov. Click On-Line payments.

Trash Bag tickets are sold in blocks of 5. They are $2/ticket.
One ticket for every 15 gallons of trash bag. They too may
be purchased on-line, or at the Transfer Station in addition
to Wild Oats, Aubuchon and Stop & Shop. You can also
purchase tickets on-line at Williamstownma.gov. Click on-
line payments.
